Abstract;: The new round of Undergraduate Education Audit Evaluation Program is developed
on the basis of inheriting the previous round of audit evaluation experiences, overcoming its short-
comings, and fully reflecting the new requirements of the new era. Its characteristics are as fol-
lows: the evaluation scheme index system is divided into two categories and four kinds; the evalua-
tion innovation embodies six combinations; the evaluation focuses on two fundamentals, namely,
the fundamental task of universities is morality education, and the standard for testing all the work
of universities is the effectiveness of morality education; the evaluation is oriented to the construc-
tion of two— dimensional quality, that is, the construction of quality assurance system and the con-
struction of quality culture.

Abstract ; The education programs funded by the National Social Science Fund of China is an im-
portant force for the prosperity of education science and the reform and development of service edu-
cation. Based on the 2 470 projects established between 2012 and 2021, the distribution was ana-
lyzed from the dimensions of project category, discipline, project unit, region, hot topic selection
and host group structure. It is found out that there is a distinct tendency of “supporting and funding
the excellent projects”. The provinces with excellent science and education, key normal universi-
ties, advantageous disciplines, scholars with education and research strength obtain more project
funding. The distribution characteristics of the project are: the number of projects is increasing and
the coverage of the project is gradually expanding; the number of national youth projects has de-
creased significantly; the regional concentration effect of the project is significant; there is a large
gap between the total number and level of projects between units; research topics focus on education
hot and difficult issues. It is suggested that in the future, the departments concerned should contin-
ue to promote the research on the nation’s major education strategies, pay attention to increasing
the proportion of project funding in the western region, tilting the project funding towards young

scholars, perfecting the project evaluation system, examining the research ability of the applicants
